Almost all federal U.S. government grants, searchable by topic, and filters for agency so you can pick only those agencies you think will work for you. Commonly referred to as “go to grants dot gov”

The Federal Register. Although grants.gov has almost all of the grants offered by federal agencies, some still use their own websites and may not be at the grants.gov site. Every funding opportunity must be recorded in the Federal Register.

The Grantsmanship Center, shows foundation, government and corporate funding by state. How many there are vary greatly. This is a useful site, but honestly finding a comprehensive list of grants – even just public sector (government) grants is difficult. I have never yet found a complete directory. This site will probably get you to as good as you are going to find.
