Good Resources about Social Theories
Use these resources to supplement the material in Turner, complete assignments, and prepare for leading and participating in class discussions. They provide information not in the textbook – including theorists that Turner does not discuss (like W.E.B. DuBois and Janet Chafetz). Most students find them very useful and they certainly reduce the amount of time you will have to spend on class preparation and assignments. Cite these materials when you use them. Use correct APA style when citing these materials. 
This site from the University of Twente deals specifically with applying theory to communication, but most of the theories described can be applied to our list of PINs. Never assume a theory is specific to a topic. That is rarely true. This is an excellent resource. Among other things, it provides diagrams that depict the relationships between constructs for several of the theories. SocioWeb has extensive materials about each of the major sociological theoreticists that we will discuss in our class. I strongly encourage you to supplement the readings in Turner with materials from these pages. Some of the linked website (e.g., The Durkheim Pages) are disabled at least some of the time. The Learning Theories site has a very long list with good descriptions of theories applied to learning. This does not mean just formal education, but the kind of learning that goes on every day in our lives. The Stanford Encyclopedia of Philosophy provides many resources. Use the search feature (not the browse feature). Enter the name of a theorist or a theory and you will usually get several links to useful information. https://plato.stanford.edu/ 
The Gutenberg Organization provides an ebook version of The Souls of Black Folk, written by W.E.B. DuBois, the first to develop a theoretical understanding of what “race” means and one of the most influential social scientists of the 20th Century. Turner does not include DuBois in his twelve theories – does not mention his name in the entire book. This is a “near fatal” flaw in this textbook and I will assign materials from DuBois and other race theorists to make up for this weakness in the text book. We will read passages from this work of DuBois as well.
